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Susan Phillips is a Professor and the Equity Officer for Queen’s University’s School of Medicine. Practicing family medicine in Ontario’s remote First Nations communities, downtown Toronto, and Kingston’s Community Health Centre have shown her, firsthand, the link between social circumstances and health. Her research has been published in numerous journals including the New England Journal of Medicine, Social Science and Medicine and the International Journal for Equity in Health. Dr. Phillips has been invited by the WHO as well as several Australian and Canadian universities to contribute to the integration of gender into medical education and research. In the past year she has had the honour and pleasure of participating in work connected with gender and health for the World Health Organization, the Swedish Research Council, and the governments of Bosnia and Serbia. The Gender and Health Curriculum Project, a web enabled undergraduate curriculum of Ontario’s medical schools, owes much to her initiative and ongoing involvement.
